Responsible Research and Innovation

Responsible Research and Innovation (RRI) engages and brings together all
stakeholders, creates dialogue and facilitates knowledge-sharing. It ensures the
sustainable use of natural resources and makes sure that the needs of citizens
and society are integrated into research and innovation. Participants put forth
proposals of collective solutions based on the six RRI dimensions:

Tourism and Coastal Cities

Cyprus has always been praised about its natural beauty, cultural and historical
heritage. It has some of the most remarkable beaches and blue seas in the
Mediterranean Sea attracting more 2.5 million tourists every year. The
purpose of the workshop was to discuss how Cyprus can improve and further
develop its tourism industry towards sustainable tourism, by protecting its
natural marine and coastal environment.

Workshop Outcomes

The participants defined 3 main groups of actions. Each group requires the
combined actions of at least three target groups, which confirms the need for
collaboration among stakeholders. Each agreed action was linked to several RRI
dimensions. Public Engagement and Governance were flagged as the most
important dimensions in this workshop.
